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TUTANKHAMUN AND THE GOLDEN AGE OF THE PHARAOHS PRESENTS:

The Pyramid Project

In association with artist Romero Britto and National Geographic Kids

After 34 years, Tutankhamun and the Golden Age of the Pharaohs  returns to
London on 15™ November 2007 and runs to the 31 August 2008.

In order to celebrate this momentous event, the search is on for school children from around
the world to help paint a giant 14 metre tall pyramid. The monument, designed by American
artist, Romero Britto, will be on display outside the newly developed O, (formerly the
Millennium Dome), for the duration of the Tutankhamun exhibition.

Schools taking part in the Paint Party in London on Thursday 5" July 2007 will be given a
unique opportunity to work alongside Britto, painting individual panels, used to construct the
pyramid.

As part of the event, the students will learn about Egyptian art, hieroglyphics, and history, and
discover facts about today’s Egypt. Participating pupils will also have the opportunity to have
their names inscribed on the steps of the pyramid, which organisers hope will become a
permanent exhibition at Cairo’s new Children’s Museum, allowing them to leave a lasting
historical impression.

Finally, each school class will paint a large canvas panel that is an exact replica of its
contribution to the actual pyramid. The canvas will be the school’s to keep as a reminder of its
participation in this global event.

To register for the chance for your class to take part in this exciting event, you will find — over
the following pages — all the information and forms required to register for the project.

During the canvas painting, the artist, Romero Britto will visit individual
groups and pose for a photo, paint with the children on each canvas, and
sign the back of the canvas along with your school group.

- The UK has a timeless fascination and connection with Tutankhamun and the
mysteries of Egypt. In November 1922, British archaeologist Howard Carter
discovered Tutankhamun’s tomb, unlocking the most precious treasures the world
had ever known.

- In 1972, 1.7 million people queued, some of them for up to eight hours, to get a
glimpse of the Egyptian Boy King and his treasures. The treasures of
Tutankhamun exhibition became the most popular exhibition in London history.

- The specification of the Project Pyramid monument’s sides and angles will match
those of the Pyramids of Giza, a tribute to the original Ancient Wonder of the
World.

Born in Brazil and now based in the United States, Romero Britto is one of the premiere pop
artists of our time, and well on his way to becoming a pop culture icon. Through his use of
vivid colours, joyful themes and bold compositions, Britto has managed to create
contemporary masterpieces that evoke a spirit of hope and convey a sense of warmth.

As a talented and creative child growing up in Brazil, Romero Britto often painted images on
any medium he could find, including scraps of cardboard and newspaper. His work has
appeared in numerous publications in the United States and internationally, including Art in
America, the New York Times Magazine and Arts & Antiques, and he has worked on



commissions from companies including Evian, Grand Marnier, Pepsi and Volvo, to name a
few, Britto’s works have also been collected by Arnold Schwarzenegger, Andre Agassi, U.S.
Senator Ted Kennedy and Sir Elton John.

In 2007 the Britto Foundation was established to allow him to lend his time, resources and
talent to children and organizations all over the world, while continuing to spread joy and
happiness through his works.

About the Exhibition

The exhibition, will include 50 major objects excavated from Tutankhamun’s tomb, including
his royal diadem — the gold crown discovered encircling the head of the king’'s mummified
body that he likely wore while living — and one of the gold and precious stone inlaid canopic
coffinettes that contained his mummified internal organs.

More than 70 objects from other royal graves of the 18th Dynasty (1555 B.C.-1305 B.C.) will
be showcased as well, including those of pharaohs Amenhotep Il and Thutmose IV and the
rich, intact tomb of Yuya and Tuyu, parents-in-law of Amenhotep lll and great-grandparents of
Tutankhamun. Yuya and Tuyu’s tomb was the most celebrated historical find in the Valley of
the Kings until Carter discovered Tutankhamun’s undisturbed burial chamber in 1922. All of
the treasures in the exhibit are between 3,300 and 3,500 years old.

Unique to the London-based exhibition will be a dedicated gallery to Howard Carter, the British
archaeologist who discovered Tutankhamun’s tomb. The Howard Carter gallery will explore
the discovery and excavation of the tomb and will provide insights into the life of Carter whose
tenacity led to the finding of the best preserved and most intact pharaonic tomb ever found in
the Valley of the Kings. The exhibition runs from 15 November 2007 to 30 August 2008. Over

Q: Who is behind the Pyramid Project?

A: The Pyramid Project is a collaboration of many companies, sponsors, and partners who
have come together to commemorate Tutankhamun’s return to London for the first time in 34
years.

A: Yes, the program is open to pupils of all ages. For UK registrants, the programme will be
most applicable for Key Stage 2 groups who study a unit in history called “What can we find
out about ancient Egypt from what has survived?.”

Q: What will be the educational program for the day  ?
A: Students will learn about modern Egypt, Ancient Egyptian use of paint and art, hieroglyphs,
and other items.

A: Patrticipating schools will be selected by random lottery draw.

A: This is an international arts project. Schools from throughout the world are invited to
participate.

Q: What does it cost?
A: Patrticipation in the paint day program is free.

Q: Will transport for schools outside London be com plementary?
A: All selected schools will receive complimentary transport to the O..

Q: Can my school send more than one class? If so do we need to register separately?
A: A school may submit more than one class. All classes should be registered separately.

Q: Is parental consent required?
A: Parental consent for the program must follow normal field trip consent standards, no
additional consent for the project is required.

Q: What should pupils wear?
A: The pupils will be working with paint, so bear this in mind when selecting clothing for the
day (you may get paint on your clothing).

Q: What time should we arrive/check-in at The O  ,?
A: Please plan on arriving at 10am.

Q: How long is the paint party?
A: The paint party will conclude by 1:30 p.m. Lunch will be provided prior to the close of the
program.

Q: Who will be provided with accommodation?
A: Schools travelling from outside London will be provided hotel accommodations for the night
of 4 July only. Schools will be selected based on random lottery.

Q: Where will the kids sleep?
A: Hotel accommodations for schools travelling outside London will be provided based on
random lottery selection.

Q: Will they be supervised?
A: Teachers will be responsible for supervision of students during the hotel stay.

Q: Will lunch be provided?
A: Lunch will be provided for all students. In addition, all students will receive a gift pack, t-
shirt, and other items from the day.

Q: What happens to artwork the students paint?
A: Each school will be allowed to keep a canvas from the paint day.
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
