Who is Eligible for LEP?  Jobless Lone Parents, Customers participating in New Deal for Disabled People or in receipt of an inactive benefit due to a health condition or disability, other inactive benefit customers (Incapacity Benefit, Income Support or Severe Disablement Allowance), Customers on New Deals, Other Unemployed customers with Disabilities, Customers claiming JSA for > 6 months, disadvantaged customers (Ex-offenders, refugees, substance misusers, homeless people), Customers in receipt of Pension Credit. Or: Customers claiming JSA for under 6 months living in disadvantaged wards and Unemployed customers not claiming benefits living in disadvantaged wards.
